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DPW - Sokhna ports is committed to providing a safe working
environment for all employees, contractors and visitors, and is
committed to the health and wellbeing of all.

The purpose of this policy is to outlines the rules for visitors
at our premises. DP World-Sokhna wants to ensure that
visitors will not expose to danger.

This policy applies to all visitors who shall visit the company
premises for purposes other than contractor activities that
are referred in the contractor policy.

No visitors are allowed in our operation areas unless they got
Visitors safety induction and wear minimum PPE which are
vest, Helmet and safety shoes and with a companion
employee and visitor assigned companion shall notify QHSE
Department for QHSE induction conduction and PPE
preparation prior to the visit at least 24 hours; VIP PPE shall
available in VIP transportation facility in addition to CEO
office.

We will provide all visitors with the proper required PPE with
the specific visitor color (Green) and it will the responsibility of
the visitor assigned companion to make sure he received and
using the required PPE while it's not allowed to use
employees PPE for visitors.

All visitors shall have security and port entry permission to
enter concession area and Visitors must wear a visitor's pass
all time within port so as to display that the individual is an
authorized visitor, this will be ensured by security
department.

Supervisors are to direct persons who do not display the
visitor's pass to determine their authority whither to be in
workplace or not. Unauthorized visitors should be reported
to security department to escort them from the workplace to
the concession gate.

All visitors have the right to report any hazard they observed
within their visit through visitor observations cards.

This policy will be regularly reviewed to ensure it is meeting
its purpose and thaffis being consiste
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
