DP WORLD@ DP World - Sokhna Driving Policy
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Purpose

DP World-Sokhna is committed to working towards an ultimate
policy of zero harm to people; whether they are employees,
contractors, subcontractors or even visitors. In pursuit of this, we
will ensure that all driving activities are conducted in a manner
that eliminates or minimizes adverse health and safety impacts to
people.

Scope

This policy applies to all people driving vehicles, either heavy or
light, on the premises of DP World-Sokhna either inside or outside
of the Concession Area.

1. Policy Statement

1.1 Drivers may only drive a vehicle if they hold a current and
valid driving license.

1.2 Drivers must not drive a vehicle other than the one specified
in the driving license, unless otherwise specified by a
training need. In that case, an internal license must be
granted.

1.3 Equipment training is must and all equipment operators
shall be licensed through QHSE department with
refreshment training every two years and reassessment
every three years. :

1.4 Drivers must be physically fit to drive —that is, they must not
drive if they have a condition (temporary or ongoing) that
will impair their ability to drive.

1.4.1 Feeling tired/drowsy due to longer working hours or
working double shifts will affect their ability to drive
safely, so no double shift working is allowed. In case
drivers feel tired or fatigued, they must report to
their supervisor immediately.

1.4.2 In the case of prescription drugs, drivers must speak
with their doctor and pharmacist about their fitness
to drive while taking the medication. In case the
drugs hinder their ability/fitness to drive safely, they
must report to their supervisors immediately.
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Drivers must adhere to all road rules regarding speed limits:

1.5.1 Inside and outside concession area it’s 30 km/h,

1.5.2 Inside stacks it’s 20 km/h,

1.5.3 At corners it must be approaching zero.

1.5.4 At stacks exits drivers must get to a complete stop
before exiting from stacks.

Drivers must always fasten their seat belts.

Drivers must drive according to traffic directions.

Drivers must keep a distance of 3 seconds from the vehicle

in front.

Mobile phones and entertainment devices like MP3 players

and iPods are not allowed while driving.

In circumstances where drivers need to make or receive a

call, they must pull over to a safe location. Conversations

must be kept short and they must explain to the caller that

they are engaged in driving. If not possible, end the call

immediately.

Smoking is not allowed while driving; nor is it allowed for

other passengers.

Eating and drinking are not allowed while driving.

Vehicle lights must be on all the time while driving.

Parking is allowed only in designated permanent or

temporary parking areas.

Drivers must drive appropriately for road conditions and be

courteous to other road users.

Quick external inspection of the vehicle as per the prestart

checklist is a must.

The position of the seat, mirrors, steering wheel and head

rest must be ergonomically adjusted before driving.

Drivers must be alert to road safety signs.

Drivers must be alert also to temporary advisory signs for

road works or changed road conditions.

Drivers must respond to adverse weather conditions.

Never cross the road on pedestrian crossings while there are

pedestrians passing. Do that carefully and while all

pedestrians have already crossed safely.

Drivers will be subject to a random medical checkup and or

drug testing by the company.
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2. Responsibility
In line with the policy above, the following commitments are made

2.1 All management will visibly and consistently uphold the
principles and requirements of this policy and integrate them
throughout the company. The executive management team
will regularly review this policy’s implementation onsite.

2.2 The management and supervisory staff will be held
responsible for implementing and maintaining this policy and
fully accountable for compliance and performance.

2.3 Every employee or contractor whose work may create driving
risk will be trained and held accountable for complying with
this policy.

This poli¢y willfbe reviewed at intervals not exceeding 3 years.
